Philippians 3:8 (MSG)  
8 Yes, all the things I once thought were so important are 
gone from my life. Compared to the high privilege of knowing 
Christ Jesus as my Master, firsthand, everything I once 
thought I had going for me is insignificant—dog dung. I've 
dumped it all in the trash so that I could embrace Christ. 

The Apostle Paul reflects so 
much of our own lives 
through his experiences. As 
a brilliant young student he 
studied hard and became a 
Pharisee and also studied 
literature. His credentials of 
Jewishness were of the 
highest order of the day and 
he was a renowned zealot 
for his faith and his beliefs. 
Yet later after a life-changing 
encounter with Jesus Christ, 
he comes to the startling 
conclusion that all of these 
things were worthless. 
Solomon’s wisdom led him 
to the same conclusion 
when he writes, “Vanity, 
vanity, all is vanity.” 
 
Stacking up earthly 
credentials is not the route 
to peace and love. Jesus 
puts it as follows: Mark 8:36 
36 What good would it do to 
get everything you want and 

lose you, the real you? 
(MSG) Sometimes we 
notice as people gain the 
things of the world, they 
change and become 
possessed of another 
character that often leads to 
self destruction. So many 
pop stars and sports 
celebrities have gone down 
from talented performer to 
tortured wreck despite all 
the wealth and its 
trappings. 
 
With the UK Parliament in 
meltdown over greed and 
the banks showing gluttony 
that betrays our trust, we 
may well ask ourselves as 
Christians; “What are we 
putting first in our lives 
today?” We need to 
remember to see the speck 
in our own eye before 
pointing out the faults of 
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others. Is God calling this 
nation to repentance from 
living beyond its means? 
What does God want of the 
church and of its members 
today? Can we say that all we 
are and all we have achieved 
is nothing in comparison to 
loving and knowing Jesus 
Christ as personal Saviour? 
The parable of the rich young 
ruler tells us this is all Jesus 
wants, but the poor young 
man could not let go of his 
money and put God first in all 
he did. In keeping everything, 
he lost everything for God will

C.S. Lewis on Faith 
 
‘Faith’ could be described as a strong or unshakeable belief in 
something, especially without proof or evidence.  Everyone has 
faith in something or someone, even if it’s just that the sun will 
rise tomorrow, or that your friend will meet you at the time & 
place appointed.  But this selection from the writings of C.S. 
Lewis deals with a very specific form of faith, the Christian faith. 
 
Clive Staples (Jack) Lewis was born in Belfast on 29 November 
1898, and he & his brother Warren were brought up by their fa-
ther, a member of the Church of Ireland, after their mother 
died.  The boys took her death badly, seeing it as the act of a 
cruel God and both grew up as atheists. 
 
Whilst Warren pursued a career in the army, Jack’s brilliant mind 
brought him academic success at Oxford.  Having gained two 
degrees he was elected a Fellow of the Magdalen College, where 
he was to spend most of his life. 
 
His teaching brought him into daily contact with some of the fin-
est minds of his generation, many of whom he was to influence 
for the rest of their lives.  Some of the people he sparred with 
intellectually at Oxford were Christians and eventually in 1931, 
at the age of 32, and following his brother’s example, C.S. Lewis 
‘gave in and admitted that God was God… perhaps the most de-
jected and reluctant convert in all England’. 
 
This book is full of little stories only one or two pages long which  
will give you some idea of the mind & belief of  C.S. Lewis. 
 
Find this and other great books at the back of the church, if you 
stand on the stage it is far left, just in front of where the teas 
are served! 
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Why God wants to comfort you 
Isaiah 40: 1-11 

When we read Isaiah’s words, 
‘Comfort, comfort my people’, we 
are powerfully reminded of Han-
del’s Messiah. This section is like 
the overture to a piece of music 
presenting the main themes of 
the second part of Isaiah. The 
words addressed those in Baby-
lon, following the destruction of 
Jerusalem in 587 BCE. However, 
they also speak to our experi-
ence of exile today - ie Christian 
homelessness in a secular cul-
ture. Such comfort is grounded in 
specific truths: 
 
We are God’s people (1,2) 

God’s covenant with his people 
still stands, for he is not indiffer-
ent to Jerusalem’s plight. In spite 
of everything that has happened, 
he still has plans for his people. 
In what ways do we have the 
experience of ‘exile’?  
 
We have been forgiven (1,2) 

You have been forgiven! Your 
sin has been paid for in full! Your 
freedom has been secured! 
What greater comfort could there 
be for a shattered people. 
What words of comfort does God 
bring us today? 

God will act on our behalf (3-5) 

God’s purpose is to bring his 
people home, leading them like a 
shepherd caring for his flock. As 
the world looks on he wants 
them to see his glory and under-
stand what kind of God he is. 
What is God doing among us 
that might speak powerfully to 
those around? 
 
God’s Word can be trusted (6-

8) 

His word is reliable, as it doesn’t 
decay or fade away as we do. 
Reliance on God’s word is trust-
ing in one who is committed to 
his people with all the resources 
necessary to care for them. 
How have we proved the reliabil-
ity of God’s word in practical 
ways? 
 
‘Such comfort is good news in-
deed, so good that it cannot and 
must not be contained. It must 
be shouted confidently and fear-
lessly from the mountain-
tops’ (Barry Webb).
